Ridgely in 1767, establishing their home, Pleasant Hill

e Inherited Pleasant Hill where he stayed until dying Dec. 18,

Samuel Rigg's son William inherited Pleasant Hill in 1867

o Retired to Brookeville

e Died 1906

e Was the last member of the family to be buried in the
cemetery

Samuel Riggs IV, Last Living Blood Relative,
